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“There is neither male nor female, for you are all one in Christ Jesus.” The Apostle Paul (Galatians 3:28).

“A man or a woman already knows for a fact that men and women are equal and wants society to wake up to that fact, so the world can stop operating at half strength.” Marlo Thomas.

“You’ve come a long way, baby.” So went the ad for a certain brand of cigarettes. The ad implies that now, some discrimination of women is part of the past. They have their very own cigarette and they can puff away without any sense of shame.

Certainly women have been discriminated against. There was a time in our country when women could not vote. All the state constitutions adopted during the days of the Revolutionary War restricted women from voting; it was a privilege only for male citizens. The state of New Jersey was the lone exception. Then in 1807 they too enacted legislation to limit voting to “white male citizens” only.

That women could not vote gave rise to the women’s suffrage movement about the middle of the 19th Century under the leadership of Susan B. Anthony. Finally, in the Fall of 1918, a resolution to amend the US Constitution--- the 19th Amendment--- was passed which gave the right to vote to all citizens regardless of sex.

But today, there are other women’s movements which claim that women are still second-class citizens who are discriminated against. We must admit that women should be given the same rights as any man--- equal opportunities for education, employment, pay, and a life of fulfillment. In 2020, an analysis done by Gender Inequality in the Workplace shows there is still an inequality in pay between men and women for doing the same job. Women make only $ 0.81 for every dollar a man makes. This is not fair and so we understand why women would protest.

While the first feminist movement began in this country in the 1800s, it was in the late 1960s when it was brought to real prominence under the leadership of Betty Friedman, who has been called “the mother of the feminist movement.” It was on October 17, 1968 she launched the National Organization for Women, referred to as NOW.

While NOW has sought to bring more equality between men and women, there is a radical element of this movement which has taken over. Its intentions are to feminize God, emasculate men, destroy marriage and create a matriarchal society run totally by women. It has become a religion destined to eliminate the God of the Bible and our Judeo-Christian values. It is important to understand radical feminism as a part of the cultural war of worldviews. English author G. K. Chesterton (1874-1936) defined feminism as those who are “mixed up with a muddled idea that women are free when they serve their employers, but slaves when they help their husbands.” Before we look more into this movement, we must first establish some biblical truths.

The Reason the Biblical God is Masculine

God is neither male nor female… God is Spirit (John 4:24a). Therefore, He is completely desexualized. Spirit beings, like the angels, are sexless beings (Matthew 22:30). However, while God is not a sexual Being, Scripture gives God a gender. It always depicts Him in the masculine. God is referred to as both “He” and “Father.” God is never referred to as “She,” nor is He ever referred to as a “goddess.”

However, the Bible does not shy away from using female imagery in referring to God --- particularly referring to birth and motherhood. The prophet Isaiah speaks of God “cry[ing] out like a woman in labor,” with “gasps and pants” (Isaiah 41:14). Again the prophet speaks of God having carried the house of Jacob “from the womb” (Isaiah 46:3-4). In reference to Jerusalem, God’s Holy City, the Lord told Isaiah, “As one whom his mother comforts, so I will comfort you, and you shall be comforted in Jerusalem” (Isaiah 66:13).

Jesus presented Himself in feminine language. While standing over Jerusalem and weeping over the sinfulness of the city and how the people rejected Him as their Messiah, He weeps, saying, “Jerusalem, Jerusalem, you who kill the prophets and stone those sent to you, how often I have longed to gather you together, as a hen gathers her chicks under her wings, and you were not willing” (Matthew 23:37).

While female imagery is occasionally used to speak of God, God is never spoken of as a female; He is never called “Mother,” but is always referred to in the masculine--- as “He” or “Father” or “King. Why might that be so?

The reasons God is referred to in the masculine gender...

First, God is a Person and not an “It.” We cannot relate to an “It,” let alone obey or love an “It.” So God is given a gender. If one wants to depict a genderless God, “He” is closer than “She.” When people hear the word “she” they immediately think of a female. But that is not always the case with “he,” which is often used in a general sense to refer to either gender.

Second, men are more looked upon as authority figures and rule makers than are women. God is a God of authority and a rule maker so His authority comes forth as a Male figure. Females are more naturally inclined toward feeling and compassion, and while our God is both emotional and compassionate, yet, to refer to God in the masculine helps make God more authoritarian. In truth most men in our prison system come from fatherless homes where there was not the discipline or the authority of a father figure to keep them out of trouble. A strict, but loving Male God helps to make a law-based society possible.

Third, men are more perpetrators of violent crimes then are women. Men are in need of good role models. God is good and the example set by His Son makes Him a good role model. In Jesus, God has provided a model for humans, especially males to emulate. If God were depicted as a female, young men in general would deem such traits as compassion, mercy, and care for the downtrodden as feminine and would not identify with them. But if God, their Father in heaven, is seen as strong--- on occasion even as a warrior---and still cares for the poor, loves justice, mercy, and kindness, then these traits are also masculine and are to be emulated.

The feminine goddesses of the Feminist Movement...So we need to be clear, Scripture defines God as masculine, which is what the feminist movement hates. They change God’s gender. They refer to God as “She.” They worship a goddess, not the masculine God of Scripture.

In 1985 the First Woman’s Church was founded in Los Angeles. Crystal Bujoi, the church’s founder refers to God as “Mother, the first god that any of us know, our greatest teacher.” They have created a mythological twin sister for Jesus named Jessie Mae Chris(t). She is the comforter who is here now. They made her up, the article says, but they still like the idea that she’s around. Jesse Mae is referred to as a goddess and the parenthetical “t” in Jesse Mae’s name is silent and “symbolic of the cross, the path, the way.” Bujol said, “adding that it means that with Jesse Mae you get to carve out your own way.”

Yes, there is deep within the feminist movement a hatred for the masculine God of the Bible and the patriarchal rulership that is taught in Scripture.

The Roles of God for Marriage

As you will see later, radical feminists hate marriage. They see Christian marriage as a man lording it over his wife, where she is nothing more than a stay-at-home mom enslaved in her house. She has no freedom except what is given to her by her husband. She cannot even have a career, rather, her vocation is listening to screaming children, changing diapers, washing clothes, fixing meals, and cleaning the house. To the feminists this is disrespectful to women and homemaking is an unworthy occupation.

The structure for authority in the family… What does the Bible teach about the roles of men and women--- especially in a marriage relationship? God has designed us to be mutually submissive to one another. Spirit filled believers are to be “submitting to one another in the fear of God” (Ephesians 5:21). Yet, God has designed in the family an authority and submissive roles. The man is given authority in the marriage and the wife is to follow. The parents are given authority in the family and the children are to follow.

In nearly every way men and women are equal. There is spiritual equality, there may be intellectual equality; there may be equality in wisdom. Each has their own giftedness which enables them to better complement one another. But in the matter of responsibility, it is the man who is to provide, to protect, to shelter, to nourish, and to cherish, and it is the wife who is to come alongside and enjoy the fullness of that kind of loving leadership. The wife submits, because the husband submits his authority to her greatest needs. He submits to using his strength and energy to meet her desires. Therefore, she is to willingly submit to that kind of provision.

The servant- leadership of the husband...Paul teaches that a man is to love his wife as Christ loved the Church and gave Himself up for her (Ephesians 5:25). Husbands are to treat their wives as Christ came to treat His Church--- He said He came to serve and not to be served (Mark 10:45). He even came to die for the church. He came as a Servant-Leader. God’s word teaches that the husband is to be a servant-leader to his wife and be willing to die for her if necessary! I cannot imagine why a woman would not be happy to submit to such a loving leadership from a biblical husband.

The submission of the husband to his wife as a homemaker...Then too, the wife has authority over the husband as a homemaker. Paul, in writing to Timothy, says that the wife is the queen of her house. Her responsibility is to manage it well. “I desire that younger widows marry, bear children, manage the house…” (1 Timothy 5:14). The Greek word for “manage the house” is oikodespoteo. It is a compound word, oikos, meaning “house”, despotes, meaning, “despot, master, or ruler.” God has commanded the wife to be “the lord of the house.” She has a divine responsibility to say to her husband in a loving way, “Mop the floors!” “Set the table!” “ Watch the kids!” God is holding the wife responsible to be a godly household manager.

Yet, it is man whom God holds most responsible for the success of the marriage. He is to be the servant-leader who loves his wife in the same way that Christ loves the church. And if every husband would treat their wife that way, there should be no divorce and furthermore there should be no need for radical feminists to tear down marriage and treat men as second-class citizens. If women truly understood biblical roles for marriage, they would not protest them, they would celebrate them!

The Rebellion Over Male Headship and Redemption 
for Women Through Childbirth

Paul told Timothy, “I do not permit a woman to teach or to have authority over a man, but to be in silence. For Adam was formed first, then Eve. And Adam was not deceived, but the woman being deceived, fell into transgression. Nevertheless she will be saved in childbearing if they continue in faith, love, and holiness, with self-control” (1 Timothy 2:12-15).

God is giving the reasons for male headship... Male headship is based on two things--- order of creation and order of condemnation. The order of creation--- Adam was created before Eve; and the order of condemnation--- Eve sinned first, then encouraged Adam to sin. Therefore, for these reasons--- and particularly the last one, women are to submit to male leadership. It goes back to the curse of the Fall. In Genesis 3 we read, “To the woman He said: “I will greatly multiply your sorrow and your conception; in pain you shall bring forth children. Your desire shall be for your husband, and he shall rule over you” (Genesis 3:16). What is the desire of the woman for her husband? It is the desire to control. Typically, fallen women want to take charge and rule over the man; this causes the man who has been given the role of leadership to dominate over his wife in an insensitive and overbearing way. That’s why there are conflicts in marriage. It is a struggle over who is the boss--- who is in control. Observe again what God says of the woman: “From now on, your desire will be that of Eve, to rule over your husband, and he shall subdue you.” Therein lies marital conflicts.

So the conflict begins in Genesis 3 and escalates throughout the book of Genesis. In Genesis 4:23, you have the first case of polygamy; in Genesis 16:1-3, you have the first case of adultery; in Genesis 19, you have the first case of homosexuality; in Genesis 34:1-2, you have the first case of fornication; in Genesis 38 you have the first case of incest as well as the first prostitute; in Genesis 39 you have the first recorded incident of seduction. So before you get out of Genesis, marriage and the family are under a major satanic attack. This all began with Eve and the first sin in the Garden.

God is giving redemption for women through childbirth… “The woman will be saved by childbearing” (1 Timothy 2:15). A woman is not saved from the consequences of sin because she has given birth to children. Rather the godly woman, who continues “in faith, love, and holiness, with self-control” can redeem the reputation of women by raising godly children. Mothers spend more time with their children than do fathers, so they have a greater influence in the lives of their children, and thus a unique responsibility and opportunity of rearing godly children. While a woman may have led the human race into sin, women now have the privilege of leading many out of sin to godliness.

Another way in which women were redeemed through child bearing is that it was by a woman, Mary, that the Savior came into the world to redeem all mankind from sin. One of the most important verses in the book of Genesis is God speaking to the serpent in the Garden of Eden: “And I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your seed and her Seed. He shall bruise your head, and you shall bruise His heel” (Genesis 3:15).

It is through the Seed of the woman ( women have no seed, so the Seed is the Holy Spirit, Matthew 1:20) that produced the Christ child. Though the serpent-devil will bruise His heel on the cross, that bruised heel is a temporary blow. On the other hand, Christ will bruise the head of Satan and that bruised head is a crushing and eternal blow. Satan defeated the woman Eve in the Garden for she was first to bring sin into the world. Ultimately, women got redemption when the Seed of one woman, Mary, gave birth to the Messiah, who in His death and resurrection defeated sin, death, and the devil. One woman was first responsible for sin and the Fall, yet it was one woman who was responsible for birthing the Savior, Jesus Christ who came to deliver mankind from sin and the Fall.

So God has placed man in authority over woman and the desire of the woman is to rule over man; therein lies the big conflict in marriage and the rise of the radical feminist movements.
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The Revenge Against God and Marriage by Radical Feminists

Radical feminism has an agenda. Their movement has so brainwashed our culture and society, including many church leaders, that they have capitulated to their lies. They think that all the feminist movement wants is equal pay for the same job; or they want to be free from certain restraints that prevent them from having equal opportunity in the workplace. A cry for equality, a cry of opportunity, a cry for equal privilege to use their abilities unhinged and unrestricted sounds fairly sensible. But their real agenda is far more serious.

Gloria Steinem, former editor of Ms. Magazine, in 1973 wrote an essay entitled “Saturday Review of Education” in which she said: “By the year 2000, we will, I hope, raise our children to believe in human potential, not God.” This has given rise to the self-esteem movement where there are no winners or losers. Everybody is a winner; everyone gets a trophy. Satan’s ideologies can't just stop with social issues, they always go to theological ones like marriage. In 1969 she wrote Do You Know the Facts About Marriage? “We cannot destroy the inequities between men and women until we destroy marriage. We must free ourselves and marriage is the place to begin.”

Radical feminist leader Sheila Cronin said this: “Since marriage constitutes slavery for women, it is clear that the women’s movement must concentrate on attacking this movement. Freedom for women can neither be won without the abolition of marriage.”

As far back as 1971 there was a feminist document called “ The Declaration of Feminism.” It says: “The end of the institution of marriage is a necessary condition for the liberation of women. Therefore it is important for us to encourage women to leave their husbands and not live individually with men. All history must be re-written in terms of oppression of women. We must go back to ancient female religions like witchcraft.”

Annie Laurie Gaylor, writing in The Humanist called “Feminist Salvation” said, “Let’s forget about the mythical Jesus and look for encouragement, solace, and inspiration from real women. Two thousand years of patriarchal rule under the shadow of the cross ought to be enough to turn women toward the feminist salvation of the world.”

Dr. Mary Jo Bane, a feminist and Assistant Professor of Education at Wellesley College said, “In order to raise children with equality, we must take them away from families and community raise them.”

Julie Bindel, writing in The Guardian tells how her life as a feminist has changed. She writes, “In the late 70s a group of lesbians known as revolutionary feminists began calling for all feminists to embrace lesbianism. They appealed to their heterosexual sisters to get rid of men ‘from your beds and your heads. All feminists can and should be lesbian…’”

Margaret Sanger, founder of Planned Parenthood, leading the parade for abortion said, “The most merciful thing a large family can do to one of its infant members is kill it.”

Radical feminism is not new, but an old heresy meant to destroy God’s plan on every front. The writers of Scripture confronted this pagan ideology. It is called Gnosticism.

The Revival of Gnosticism

The clarification of Gnosticism… Gnosticism comes from the Greek word gnosis “to know.” In ancient times there were always people who said they had a higher, secret knowledge that the ordinary person did not have. Gnostics had a multitude of viewpoints, and there would be many disagreements among Gnostics, but two things they all could agree upon: First, the Jesus of the Bible was not the true Jesus. Secondly, the physical universe is evil and was never intended to exist, and by secret knowledge mankind  can  be  delivered   from  it.	To simplify: the flesh and things physical are evil and only the spirit is good.

The Creator of mankind and the universe was by an evil god...The ancient Gnostics taught that the God of the Bible is not the true God. They believe in eons of gods and the further down the scale, you go the more evil the gods became. The lowest and most evil of all gods was Demiurge, the creator-god. However, in creation he somehow accidentally infused into humanity a spark of divine life. It is this spark of divinity that makes us so wonderful as humans, yet we are clothed in matter that is evil--- it is called “flesh.” So here we are as wonderful divine beings imprisoned in evil matter and we have to find a way of escape.

The cause of Gnosticism is to free oneself from the evils of the flesh... Gnostics would do anything to fight against their own physical existence. To them there was no such thing as sin or salvation. Part of their physical existence was guilt. So they would engage in all types of what we Christians would call sinful behavior. There was a need to destroy the conscience which they saw as part of the flesh. To do this they would get involved in excessive drunkenness, sexual orgies, drugs--- anything that they felt would ultimately free them from a guilty conscience. So they  would party-it-up to re-educate and destroy their conscience--- which is God’s innate moral governor that exists in all of us from birth (Romans 2:14-15). When they were free from guilt, they felt a closer connection to the spirit world.

The connection between Gnosticism and the radical feminist movement… You may wonder, what does Gnosticism have to do with the feminist movement? Feminists look at the biblical story of Adam and Eve as mythology. They believe the real Eve was a heavenly, spirit-endowed woman who saved Adam and Eve. Salvation to the Gnostic means to be liberated from the flesh, to see yourself as a divine being--- a god or goddess. This means that one no longer sees themselves as a fleshly being, though they still dwell in the flesh. However, in death they will be delivered into the spirit-world where no fleshy material things exist --- that is a Gnostic’s definition of salvation. This ability to see oneself as a spirit-being comes through special enlightenment from an Ascended Mistress like the heavenly Eve.

How does one get such enlightenment? Feminists teach that the heavenly Eve entered the snake in the Garden of Eden and taught both Adam and Eve the true way of salvation. The snake is called in gnostic literature, “The Instructor.” The snake was wiser than anyone else, so the snake is the ultimate hero. The snake is the incarnate of “Dame Wisdom,” or the heavenly Eve. She instructed Adam and the earthly Eve on how to be delivered from the evils of the flesh by becoming enlightened with secret knowledge. The heavenly Eve is an Ascended Mistress that once lived on Earth and gained secret knowledge so she can reveal that knowledge to those who seek it.

Feminists believe they can be liberated from the flesh with the help of the heavenly Eve by practicing various New Age meditation techniques. By focusing on self-realization and self-knowledge you will become more aware of your true divine self. This heavenly goddess power can liberate one to feel free to do whatever they want to do and be whatever they want to be. To do that, you must destroy your evil conscience which puts moral restraints on you. Once the conscience has been seared, you have discovered true enlightenment. This means you are aware of the divine spark in you so you can now see yourself as a goddess. Once that discovery is made you are a liberated woman and you no longer feel guilty by committing a moral offense against the holy God of Scripture. Anyway, to them this God of the Bible does not exist. But you as a divine being  exist and as a goddess you have no moral restraints to hold you back. Do you see where this teaching is taking a person? Right back to the Garden of Eden where the serpent tempted Eve to eat the forbidden fruit and become a goddess (Genesis 3:4-5).

The condemnation of the biblical Jesus... As for the biblical Jesus, He has no meaningful place in gnostic literature. In fact, in The Apocalypse of Peter, a gnostic writing, it says that the Gnostic Jesus actually sat on the branch of a tree watching and laughing at the Biblical Jesus as He was dying. To quote: “He whom you saw on the tree glad and laughing, this is the living Jesus (the Gnostic Jesus). But the one they drive the nails is the fleshly part (the evil, biblical Jesus), which is the substitute being put to shame, the one who came into being in his likeness (the biblical Jesus came in the likeness of the gnostic Jesus). Be strong, for you are the one to whom these mysteries have been given, to know them through revelation, that he whom they crucified is the firstborn (the first counterfeit of the gnostic Jesus) and of the home of demons, and the story vessel in which they dwell of Elohim, and [of] the cross which is under the law. But he who stands near him is the living Savior.”

In the gnostic writings there is the gnostic Jesus and the biblical imposter Jesus. Gnostics teach it was the imposter Jesus who died on the cross--- that is, the real Jesus of the Bible. While on earth He made his home among the demons. On the other hand, the gnostic Jesus is an ethereal emanation that appeared in visions as a spirit-guide who gives secret knowledge to help people get out of the flesh and realize the spark of divinity within them. It was this gnostic Jesus who was laughing at the real Jesus who died on a cross. The Gnostic Jesus was also the snake in the Garden as well as the heavenly Eve. One gnostic document says: “Christ is the same force as Lucifer.”. Let me be clear: in Gnosticism the serpent in the Garden of Eden is Lucifer, as well as the heavenly Eve and the gnostic Jesus. They are as one. The unholy trinity of Gnosticism--- Lucifer, the heavenly Eve, and the gnostic, ethereal Jesus.

The copulating of the gnostic Jesus... In Gnosticism there is the  recognition of androgyny. This idea that the male, gnostic Jesus is the heavenly Eve means that she/he is androgenous--- that is, both sexes. As female she is Eve, as male he is Jesus. The gnostic Jesus is both male and female. I quote from one of their documents about their understanding of Jesus: “I am androgynous, I am both Mother and Father, since I copulate with myself.”

The culture of our day has become a genderless culture...Isn’t that where we are as a society? There is the attempt to wipe out sexual distinctions--- to blur what maleness and femaleness really mean. Men can become girls; girls can become boys. And it all goes back to female power. It is where the God of creation is castigated by higher feminine power--- this is the ultimate feminization of god. When you get down to it, the transgender society of today has come out of Gnosticism which is now, to many feminists, part of their movement. Feminists are not content with just feminism---it wants androgyne. Feminism has sought to feminize men so there is no sexual distinction. As Pastor John MacArthur put it, “It is sort  of like being a mule. The idea is to become sexless and refuse to accept the sexual distinctions between male and female.”

The clarity on why God defined male and female roles as He did...When you study Genesis 3, you learn why God placed man in headship over woman and why she is to submit to his leadership. It is because she was first to sin; then she led her husband into sin. That is why God assigned different roles for men and women in a marital relationship. That is why God said “For the husband is head of the wife, as also Christ is head of the church…” (Ephesians 5:23) However, the woman was unwilling to submit to the headship of her husband as she desired control over him. The biblical Eve wanted to control Adam. She wanted to be in charge and this desire for female control has become part of the doctrine of Gnostics as well as the radical feminist movements. It has led to incredible ideologies--- a diabolical path to destroy God, the Bible, Christ, the gospel along with the emasculation of men and the wiping away of sexual distinctions. That is what is behind the cultural war between men and women. If men have become somewhat chauvinistic in fighting back, you can understand how this battle began to escalate. To the feminist, female power has become the key to the salvation of mankind.

To the radical feminists, human redemption is achieved at the price of death, not the death of Christ on the cross, but the assassination of God. You want liberty to do whatever you want to do, then assassinate God, re-educate your conscience and then establish your own code of morals. That is the feminist creed!

If you want to get feminists all riled up today, quote Scripture which speaks of the biblical roles for men and women. As Lord Montgomery, the British general said, “I encourage young men never to think of marriage unless they have been fully schooled in the art of warfare.” This is particularly true if the woman is a radical feminist. Once you say the word “submit” she will shout you down. The conversation is over. She does not want to hear Paul say, “Wives, submit to your own husband” (Ephesians 5:22). Paul was a misogynist and a sexist and so are you. They will not give you a chance to let them know that the roles that God has established for marriage are for their benefit and protection.


They will never let you tell them how the husband is to be a servant-leader in the marriage. They will not allow you to go three verses down where  Paul says, “Husbands, love your wives, as Christ loved the church and gave Himself for her'' (Ephesians 5:25). It is sad, that our minds can be so made up that we miss out on the greatest truths of God’s word, namely, that Christ came to serve the Church and to die for the Church. Christ came as a Servant-Leader and that is exactly how the husband is to lead his wife. He is to provide for her, protect her, serve her so that her needs are met, and he is to love her to the extent of dying for her if necessary. If the radical feminist could only get beyond the word “submit” she would come to see that marriage in the Lord is a beautiful relationship and something every woman should desire. Amen!
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
