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The Bewitching of America
---The Satanic Spirit of Jezebel and the Occult Explosion---


Many would say the most wicked woman in the Bible was Jezebel. She was an idol worshipping seductress who slaughtered God’s prophets, terrified His servants, had her enemies assassinated, and emasculated her husband Ahab, the king of Israel.

In addition she was what one would call a witch as she engaged in sorcery. The primary deities that Jezebel worshipped were Baal (male) and Asherah (female). According to a Canaanite myth, Baal, meaning lord or master, was the son of El, the chief deity, meaning god, and his wife was Asherah. Baal was a weather deity, which meant the fertility of the land as well as prosperity. Asherah was the sexual fertility goddess.

Baal is portrayed as a man with the head and horns of a bull. In his raised right hand he is holding a lightning bolt, signifying both destruction and fertility. As for Asherah, she was portrayed as a nude female, many exaggerated breasts and at times portrayed as pregnant. Her worshippers practiced “sympathetic magic” believing that when Baal and Asherah were having a sexual union this would produce a greater harvest. It was then their worshippers too would engage in immoral sex at the temple with temple prostitutes. This practice became the basis for religious prostitution (1 Kings 14:23-24).

In 2 Kings 9:22, we learn of Jezebel’s involvement in witchcraft. Jehu, was a commander of the army under King Joram of Israel and son of Ahab and Jezebel. There was a war between Israel and Ramoth Gilead. Joram asks Jehu, “Was there peace?” Jehu replied that it was difficult to come before the king’s mother, Jezebel and speak of peace, since “the harlotries of your mother Jezebel and her witchcraft are so many?”

In addition to idolatry, sorcery, sexual immorality, Jezebel also supported child sacrificing. Both at the altars of Baal and the Canaanite god Molech
babies and small children were offered that their parents might obtain favor from the gods. Yes, Jezebel was the most wicked woman in the Bible. She was a real witch!

The Popularity of Witchcraft in America

In December 2018, Michael L. Brown, while authoring his book Jezebel’s War With America did a Google search for the phrase, ‘the rise of witchcraft.” There are some disturbing stories that came up:

Brown goes on to say, “Do I have your attention now? The spirit of Jezebel, the woman known for her sorceries and witchcraft is thriving in America today.” He goes on to point out that in early 2018 it was announced that 500 million Harry Potter books--- books glorifying sorcery and wizardry--- have now been sold worldwide. He says, “just watch the children participating in the massive Wizarding World of Harry Potter area in a theme park in Orlando, Florida. They too want to be wizards and sorcerers.”

In 2007 Yoko Ono, the widow of John Lennon, spoke about her new CD project titled Yes, I’m a Witch. She talks about wizards, the male version of a witch, and how “magical” wizards and witches are. “You should appreciate our magical power,” she said.

The Attraction of Witchcraft

What is the attraction to witchcraft? Ron Carlson and Ed Decker in their book Fast Facts of False Teachings points out five reasons people get involved in the occult of which sorcery and witchcraft are apart.

1. The unchurched who have little interest in organized religion; or those raised in churches but have had bad experiences.

2. Misfits who feel alienated from society and seek to know why they feel that way; in the occult they believe they have found answers.

3. People who have no excitement in their lives and who need some sort of glamorous fantasy. They say to themselves: “These people may think that I am a mere checkout teller, but actually I am Frater Honorius, arch-adept of the cosmo!”

4. People who feel lonely or powerless. The occult promises the power to change the universe and to control the minds and wills of other people.

5. People who need to feel elite and exclusive, far above the mundane. This is why we find so many educated people and intelligent people get into the occult and the New Age Movement. They feel they are on the cutting edge of a new step in human evolution and are  far beyond “mere humans.”

Decker goes on to say, “For the most part, these are people who really cannot afford to have their minds any more mixed up than they already are. Most of these people are very marginally integrated into society. Thus their involvement with the occult brings them new but different dangers.”

The Promoters Behind Witchcraft
The connection between witchcraft and feminism

The radical feminist movement is behind witchcraft. According to feminist Finn Mackay in her book Radical Feminism: Feminist Activism in Movement, she writes that a global feminist movement was birthed in West Germany on April 30, 1977 on the night “when witches and tricksters are believed to roam,” and the women even dressed as witches. This was not Halloween but, on a night, to mark what is still known in Germany as Walpurgis Night, a superstitious tradition to mark the coming of May, a  time when witches come out.

A Huffington Post article (12/23/2018) describes the connection between feminism and witchcraft titled: “2018 Was the Year American Women Embraced Their Inner Witch.” The article was written by feminist Lily Burana and she referred to the “season of the witch” as “the latest upsurge in witchcraft and is largely a chick-and-genderfluid thing---a spiritual seeking turbocharged by affinity with the supernatural and belief in the sacred feminine and the divine androgen.”

The Boston Review had an article written by Jesse Kindig describing a women’s liberation manifesto put out by an activist group called W.I.T.C.H. standing for “Women’s International Terrorist Conspiracy from Hell.” Kindig noted “a witch lives and laughs in every woman… We are the granddaughters of all the witches you could not burn.”

As the feminist movement in this county grows with its pro-abortion and its aggressive support for the LGBTQ+ movement, so grows this sudden rise in witchcraft.

The Paganism of Modern-Day Witchcraft

When you think of witches, what kind of images come to mind? To some it reminds them of Halloween when children dress in pointed black hats and say “trick-or-treat” while you put some candy in their bag. To others, it's cutouts of witches surrounded by broomsticks, pumpkins and fall leaves. To others it reminds them of an ancient festival called the Vigil of Samhain, the pagan god of the ancient Druids in Britain, Ireland, and a small sect of Celtic people.

The Origin of Halloween

The Druids worshipped the sun. As the days were getting shorter and darkness was getting longer, the Druids held this Vigil on October 31st, which to them was the last day of summer. Strangely they called on Samhain, the god of darkness and death, to get them through those darker days. The Druids believed it was on October 31st that Samhain would call all the souls of the wicked dead, who inhabited the bodies of animals, and released them to the Druid heaven.

The Druids, fearing these released evil spirits would seek to visit their homes before making it to heaven, built huge bon-fires to keep them away. In addition, witches, ghosts, ferries and demons would roam all over the place. Black cats were feared on that day for it was believed they were inhabited by witches. This Vigil became a time to carry on the work of Satan, and today this festival is celebrated as the second most popular  and profitable holiday in America. We call it Halloween.

But modern-day witches and witchcraft are far more sophisticated than that. Witches are part of the occult, the word coming from the Latin occultus meaning “hidden” or “secret things.” It refers specifically to the incursion of a fourth, spirit-like dimension in a three-dimensional world.

Witchcraft as A Recognized Religion

Witchcraft is classified as a religion just like Christianity or any other of the world’s religions. For example, when the Parliament of World Religions convenes each summer, representatives from many of the world’s religions attend to “seek peace, justice and sustainability and commit to work for a better world” as well as “deepen spirituality and experience personal transformation.” Attending the conference are representatives of the Covenant of the Goddess “the world’s largest religious organization for Neo-Pagan Witches.” According to an elder of the organization, a common theme that comes up at these conferences is an emphasis on “interfaith.”  It is the need to bring all religions together to co-operate as one to make this a better world. Each religion would maintain its own distinctives, but cooperate for the overall good of humanity.

The one religion that is conspicuously absent at this conference is evangelical Christianity and that is one of several reasons why witchcraft is so opposed to Bible believing Christians. Witchcraft is known by other names: The Craft, Wicca, and Neo-Paganism.

What Do Followers of Witchcraft Believe?

They believe in naturalism… Naturalism is the view that there is no God; no divine Creator of the universe who made all living things; nor do they believe in the Person of Jesus Christ as God in the flesh. Naturalism maintains an atheistic view of creation, most likely the result of spontaneous generation--- that is, matter spontaneously appeared out of nowhere and has evolved into the universe we see today. Witchcraft would support that belief.

Witchcraft maintains that all life is interrelated and operates according to laws inherent within nature. That is pantheism. God is in everything that exists. Everything is made of matter so matter becomes god. You are god! So is a tree, a  flower,  your pet. That means there is no transcendent  divine Lawmaker that set the universe into existence and has it operate according to His divine laws. Yet James would contradict the teachings of witchcraft saying: “There is one Lawgiver, who is able to save and destroy…” (James 4:12a). Of course, that Lawgiver is Jesus Christ, who created all things and who can save sinful man, or destroy him. As Paul said, “For by Him [Jesus] all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or principalities or powers. All things were created through Him and for Him” (Colossians 1:16). Furthermore, pantheism contradicts monotheism--- that there is only one God who is above all gods. That is the God of Scripture of whom King David wrote: “For You are the LORD Most High over all the earth. You are exalted far above all gods” (Psalm 97:9).

On the other hand, while witchcraft believes in naturalism, it contradicts itself by claiming that reality extends beyond the material world. An atheist would deny that there is anything beyond naturalism, so you cannot say a witch is a total atheist. They acknowledge there are gods and goddesses that are spiritual forces operating within the material world. For example, witches believe they have special power to put a hex on someone they don’t like and it will come true; they believe they can conjure up the spirits of dead people and communicates with them; they believe they can read people’s minds and have special powers that can operate a Ouija board or reveal someone’s future.

Witchcraft is naturalistic only in that they deny an Omnipotent God who created the universe, or a God who is the divine Lawgiver, or a God who would manifest Himself in the flesh in Jesus Christ. Yet, they believe there are spiritual forces that go beyond the natural and they know how to contact those forces and use them for their advantage.
They believe in humanism...Witchcraft sees itself as the celebration of all life. This celebration is the denial that there is something sinful about man. The practicing witch Starhawk rejoices that “we can open new eyes and  see that there is nothing to be saved from, no struggle of life against the universe, no God outside the world to be feared or obeyed.” Witchcraft denies sin, and denies the depraved nature of man. They mock Paul who wrote: “For all have sinned and fallen short of the glory of God” (Romans 3:23). They ridicule Jesus who says, “I am the way, the truth and the life, no man comes unto the Father but by Me” (John 14:6). Such teaching, they say, is degrading to humanity. To speak of sin and salvation is to deny the divinity of mankind and cause him to foster a sense of guilt. Rather, they see man as the center of the universe, the highest species of evolution who has no need of a Savior in Jesus Christ. Rather, man is capable of saving himself by doing good works which benefit humanity. Once this life ends, he will return to another life as a reincarnated being to do even greater works. Man does not need a Savior. He is his own savior.

How is Witchcraft Part of the Occult?

Witches practice the occult which is characterized by two main concepts thought to be “hidden” from normal people.

First, witchcraft  teaches there are forces of energy that one can tap into  by which one can negotiate their own bidding. The term “spell” is applied to the technique of harnessing and focusing this power. The power is tapped when the goal is fully stated through words, pictures, or within one’s mind. According to witchcraft practitioner Scott Cunningham: “Once the goal is fully stated, energy is moved to bring the needed results.” This is purely Satanic. It is applying the principle of occultist Napoleon Hill who said, “Whatever the mind can conceive and believe it can achieve.” This is really the teaching behind the “Name-it-Claim-it” doctrine in the Word of Faith Movement of Christianity. In that regard, it is closely associated with witchcraft.

Second, witchcraft teaches that human beings are divine. The practice of the occult arts is thus an endeavor to actualize one’s own divinity. As witchcraft practitioner Margot Adler claims, “A spiritual path that is not stagnant ultimately leads one to the understanding of one’s own divine nature. Thou art Goddess. Thou art God. Divinity is imminent in all Nature. It is as much within you as without.” Every human is divine. Once you are involved in the occult you will come to understand and witness special powers that demonstrate your own divinity.

This was the very lie Satan told Adam and Eve in the Garden. He assured them if they would eat the forbidden fruit, “ You will not die, for God knows that when you eat of it your eyes  would be opened, and you will be like god, knowing good and evil” (Genesis 3:5). That is the same lie that got Satan cast out of heaven. When Adam and Eve believed the lie it got them cast out of the Garden of Eden. It is an attractive teaching to tell someone they are god with power to do whatever you will, but it is a lie from the devil that comes straight from hell.

What are the practices of the occult?

Astrology… The largest area of the occult today is astrology. It is based on the supposed 12 houses of the zodiac. Astrological signs are based on the time of your birth. The position of the planets, the stars, the sun, and the moon at the time of your birth are used to calculate future events and cycles of good and bad, based on the astrologist’s interpretation of the position of the stars and planets.

Not only is there no scientific validity to astrology, but it is one of the oldest pagan practices that God condemned throughout the Scriptures. Moses wrote: “When you look up to the sky and see the sun, the moon and the stars--- all the heavenly array--- do not be enticed to bow down to them and worship things the LORD your God has appointed to all the nations under heaven” (Deuteronomy 4:19). Jeremiah told the people of Judah, “Do not learn the way of the Gentiles; do not be dismayed at the signs of the heavens, for the Gentiles are dismayed at them. For the customs of the people are futile…” (Jeremiah 10:2,3a). Isaiah told the people of Judah that because of idolatry, Babylon would humiliate them. So, if they are going to forsake their God, then he challenges them to trust their astrologers to save them and see what will happen: “You are wearied in the multitude of your counsels, let now the astrologers, the stargazers, and the monthly prognosticators save you. Behold, they shall be as stubble, the fire shall burn them; they shall not deliver themselves from the power of the flame. It shall not be a coal to be warmed by, nor a fire to sit before!” (Isaiah 47:13-14). In other words, the astrologers will be of no help. Only the Lord can save them if they will but turn from their idolatrous ways. 

Fortune-telling… Palm reading, tarot cards, crystal gazing, Ouija boards, psychometric clairvoyance are some of the ways fortune- tellers seek to deceive people about their future. While 90 percent of fortune-telling is faked, we must not be deluded into thinking all of it is. There are frauds and charlatans, but there are also those whose power comes from the ruler of darkness.

I attended seminary with Gary Wilburn who as a teenager picked up Tarot cards and began to play with them out of amusement. He used the cards on his friends and was surprised at the accuracy of their predictions. His girlfriend was interested in having her future revealed. Three times the cards read that she would shortly die in an automobile accident--- which she did! Wilburn destroyed the cards and later gave his life to the Lord. He began to speak at high school assemblies about the dangers of the occult. Wilburn’s only explanation for his amazing ability to foresee the future through Tarot cards was that he was being used by the devil. Moses told the children of Israel, “Do not turn to mediums or wizards; do not seek them out to be defiled by them” (Leviticus 19:31). Jeremiah admonished the people not to heed “your false prophets…your diviners…your dreamers…your enchanters, or your sorcerers” (Jeremiah 27:9).

Sorcery… Sorcery involves an attempt to conjure up supernatural powers either to benefit or to hurt another person. The most famous sorcerer mentioned in the Bible is Simon Magus who practiced magic in the city of Samaria. He astonished the people with his great acts until people nicknamed him “Great Power of God” (Acts 8:9,11).

Sorcery or magic is still practiced and it is not just learning some magical tricks and fooling people by illusion. Dr. Kurt Koch, who spent much of his life studying and writing about the occult, tells the story of a young girl who got involved in sorcery. While working on a farm she had an out-of-wedlock child by the son of her employer. She told him that he should marry her, but the fellow refused. The girl uttered a curse with the words, “When you marry and have children, your first child will be born an idiot and your second child will die an unnatural death.” Both curses came true. Sorcery is of the devil and the Bible warns us against it.

Spiritism… Another word for this occult practice is necromancy which is communicating with the dead. The most famous biblical story is that of King Saul visiting the witch of Endor in order to communicate with the prophet Samuel who had died. Saul’s throne was not only being threatened by David whose popularity among the people was increasing, but he was in a battle with the Philistines that was not going well. He was afraid and his heart trembled greatly.

Saul inquired of the Lord, but the Lord did not answer him. Then Saul sought out a medium whereby he might communicate with the departed Samuel. While the practice of spiritism was against the law, and the witch at last recognized who Saul was and therefore afraid to cooperate with the king, yet, Saul was finally able to convince her all would be well. So Saul said to the witch, “Bring up Samuel for me.”

The witch told Saul that she saw the form of an old man wrapped in a robe. Saul immediately knew it was Samuel and bowed before him. Samuel told Saul, “Why are you disturbing me?” Saul replied, “I am greatly distressed for the Philistines are waging war against me, and God will not answer my prayer. I have called upon you that you might tell me what to do.”

Samuel told Saul that God had taken the kingdom out of his hand and  given it to David and that the Philistines would conquer the Israelites and Saul and his son would die in battle. Saul fell to the ground frightened by the message of Samuel. Everything happened as the spirit of Samuel had predicted (1 Samuel 28).

Don De Welt was a professor at Ozark Bible College in Joplin, Missouri. He was invited to hold a revival meeting at a small congregation in Georgia. When he arrived, he discovered one of the elders had died and the pastor, through the encouragement of the former elder’s family, was asked to visit a medium for the purpose of communicating with this dead elder on matters of church business. Not only was the pastor receiving advice from the dead elder, but also word on how and when certain other church members would die.

The pastor asked DeWelt if he would like to go with him to visit the  medium. De Welt said he would. Once the pastor was finished getting advice from the dead elder, the medium asked De Welt if there was someone with whom he would like to speak. “Yes” said De Welt, “I’d like to speak to my father who has been dead for two years.” He asked the medium three questions, the answers of which could only be known by the immediate family. De Welt testified the answers that came were not only correct but they were answered in the very voice and mannerisms of his father.

How is this possible? The Old King James translation uses an interesting phrase in speaking of a voice heard through a medium, calling it “a familiar spirit” (Leviticus 19:31;20:6; Deuteronomy 18:10-11; 1 Samuel 28: 7-8). A “familiar spirit is a demon that is very familiar with your life. Just as believers have guardian angels, so everyone--- believer or not--- has a demon that is very familiar with them. Mediums can conjure up these demons who will communicate accurately and in the very voice of the deceased. The medium is not bringing up the deceased, but is in communication with the familiar spirit of the deceased. Moses said that those who practice necromancy are an “abomination to the LORD” (Deuteronomy 18:10-11).

It should be obvious that we as Christians should have nothing to do with any form of witchcraft. It is all an abomination to the Lord!

The Prophecy of End Time Demonic Activity
Witchcraft and the Doctrine of Demons

Paul warned Timothy that in the latter times many will depart from the faith and follow after the doctrine of demons: “Now the Spirit expressly says that in latter times some will depart from the faith, giving heed to deceiving spirits and the doctrine of demons” (1Timothy 4:1). While Paul is not specifically talking about witchcraft, certainly this verse well covers the subject. While witchcraft is older than Christianity, Paul implies that as the latter times approach people will be departing from the faith and giving heed to false teachers whose message comes from the pit of hell.

It is sad that the most recent Barna poll (2020) showed that only two percent of millennials and only six percent of evangelicals believe in a biblical worldview. That is shocking! A worldview becomes the philosophy by which one lives their life. There is a biblical worldview where the Bible becomes the standard by which decisions are made; a secular worldview is where culture or personal opinion prevails. Paul is saying that the closer we come to Christ’s second coming, the more people will stray from the faith and follow a secular-demonic worldview.

The Culture of Jezebel Comes to America

We are living in a culture that is more like the Jezebel of the Bible than Jesus who came to redeem mankind from the sins of Jezebel. We began by looking at Jezebel, the most wicked woman in Scripture. She represents everything that is bad about America. She emasculated men, turning them into emotionally castrated wimps. She was involved in idolatry, sorcery and child sacrificing---she stood for everything that radical feminism represents today.

While not all witches claim to be Satanists, yet it should be clear that Satan is behind witchcraft and the bewitching of America. All witches are in strong support of the abortion movement in this country. This past September 30, 2020, The Satanic Temple, based in Salem, Massachusetts announced a lawsuit against the Lamar advertising agency who refused to display billboards in certain states that have stricter laws on abortion. The Satanist suit is based on “religious discrimination.” Satanists have a “religious abortion ritual as a sacramental act that confirms the right of bodily autonomy.” The Satanic Temple was raffling a free abortion to promote the organization’s abortion ritual. One of the billboards was to show a bowl of cake batter with the text, “not a cake,” next to an image of  a sperm and an egg with the text, “not a baby.” Lamar rejected the billboards and said their content was “misleading and offensive.” The Satanic Temple clearly manifests the spirit of Jezebel.

As we near the election, CBN News reports that thousands of witches are plotting spells against President Trump. Witches have been increasing their political involvement since Trump was elected in 2016. At the Washington Prayer Event this past September, one Satanic protester dumped blood all over a Christian preacher. Thousands of witches plot to ‘bind Trump’ for Halloween and Election Day. This year’s presidential election is one of great spiritual warfare and we must pray that Satan be bound during this election period!

Alex Mar wrote a book titled Witches of America: How I Became Immersed in a Growing Movement. It was hailed by The New York Times in 2015 as notable, said this: “Since the 1960s the pagan movement---what most people are referring to when they talk American witchcraft today---has grown into a hard-to-miss new religious movement. In this country alone, a responsible estimate places the number of self-identified witches (typically called pagan priests) at about one million---comparable to those of Seventh-Day Adventists and Jehovah’s Witnesses.”

Mar went on to say how “this movement is even invading the Church, with professing ‘Christian witches on the increase.” Yes, you heard correctly, there are women who call themselves “Christians” and “witches.” As Michael L. Brown writes in Jezebel’s War with America, “Yes, the spirit of Jezebel is on the rise and poised to dominate the culture, and there is only one thing Jezebel fears: the prophetic voice of the Church. That's why she is dead set on silencing us, seducing us, intimidating us, emasculating us, eradicating us. In the name and authority of Jesus, I declare she will not succeed. The wicked witch will be defeated, and many of those she has led into deception and captivity will be delivered.” May it be so! Amen!
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
