Why “Racism” Has Lost its Meaning
--- When Hate Extends Beyond Race---

“Hatred stirs up strife, but love covers all sins” (Proverbs 12:10). “I perceive that God shows no partiality” (Peter, Acts 10:34)

One of the finest worship leaders I have had in my ministry was a black man named Shedrick Wise. Shedrick was incredibly talented as a voice teacher and musician; at one time he was a piano player for the black singer Tina Turner.

Immediately upon hiring Shedrick there was opposition; several families left the church, and as one family told me they did not want a white church sounding black. In other words, they did not want any “soul music” in worship. To be honest, he did make an all white choir sing like an all black choir. We were the only white congregation that I was aware of that had “soul” when we sang--- if you know what I mean. He would weekly begin worship by getting the people to respond back to him when he said, “God is good all the time, and all the time God is good.” To see a white congregation act and sing like a black church was an unusual phenomenon to behold.

Shedrick and I were good friends; one day I asked him, “Do you think I'm a racist?” I was surprised at his answer, “Yes.” “How could you say that ?” I responded. “I hired you, I support your ministry, I pay you well, I have had you over to my house for dinner, I have had other black, talented people come and sing at our church.”

Again, Shedrick’s answer surprised me. “It is nothing you have done to me or said about me. You are racist because you are a white man, and all white people are racist.” I replied, “That sounds like a racist statement to me. Can black people be racist?” Again, his answer shocked me, “No! Black people cannot be racist--- only white people.” This did not affect my relationship with Shedrick, but it gave me a whole new perspective on how blacks--- or at least Shedrick--- viewed racism.

The Discrimination in Racism

Webster’s Dictionary defines racism as: “The assumption that one’s characteristics and abilities are determined by race and that one race is biologically superior to another.” Racism was obviously witnessed in the days of slavery and when white hooded members of the Ku Klux Klan burned crosses on the lawns of black men, burned down black churches, and lynched black men simply because they were black.

Dr. John Mc Whorter, editor at the Atlantic and professor at Columbia University, says that the word “racism has evolved quite a bit from its original significance over the past several decades.” McWhorter illustrates this with a white woman admiring a black woman’s dreadlocks and asks her how she washes them. However, the black woman feels such a question is intrusive and harmful. The white woman is now considered a “racist” for not being sensitive to the black woman’s feelings. If you say something that feels unpleasant to someone of another race, even if there was no intention of hurting that person’s feelings, you can be labeled a racist.

McWhorter wrote, “Being labeled a racist today is somewhat less damning than being called a pedophile, as chilling a prospect in modern American life as being tarred as a communist was in the late 1940s and early 1950s.”

Then, there is racism in reverse. We hear talk today about “white privilege.” That is racism directed toward white people; it carries the stigma that if you are born white you have a distinct advantage over those who are born people of color. Last year (2019), Hollywood’s Rosanna Arquette apologized for the shame of being born white; for the crime of possessing Caucasian privilege. She told a Fox News reporter, “I am sorry I was born white and privileged. It disgusts me. And I feel so much shame.” That is a racist statement. It sends the message that being born white makes one superior to those who are not white. “Whiteness” is a new term for racism. How has this all come about?

The Determination that Racism is a White Man’s Problem

Recently a new theory was developed to combat racism called “Critical Race Theory” (CRT) and its accompanying term is “intersectionality.” According to the UCLA School of Public Affairs, “CRT recognizes that racism is ingrained in the fabric and system of the American society. The individual racist need not exist to note that institutional racism is pervasive in the dominant culture. This is the analytical lens that CRT uses in examining existing power structures.CRT identifies that these power structures are based on white privilege and white supremacy, which perpetuates the marginalization of people of color.”
According to New Zealand based researcher, author, speaker Trevor Loudon, “This means that racism is about power; it’s exclusively a white problem, and it is intrinsic in the current social system. Therefore, to end racism, we must change the existing power structure--- a polite way of saying revolution. Affirmative action, reparations, and hate speech legislation are all justified by CRT.” Loudon associates this movement with revolutionary Marxism.

The other word that we need to understand is “ intersectionality.” Loudon says of intersectionality it “is the concept that all oppressions are linked. Racial oppression is linked to gay oppression, which, in turn, is linked to the oppression of women and workers. All oppressions intersect. We cannot treat them as separate problems. In order to confront these oppressions there must be a power play--- a revolution.”

What is astounding is that in 2019, the Southern Baptist Convention passed a resolution on CRT and Intersectionality with a strong majority--- something like 1200 evangelical pastors signing on including best-selling author Max Lucado. CRT is now infiltrating churches. Loudon gave an example of a church in North Carolina. A young pastor, all fired up over CRT, noticed that a black family and a white family in his congregation shared the same surname. He falsely concluded that the ancestors of the white family must have owned the ancestors of the black family. From the pulpit, the pastor demanded that the white family apologize to the black family for the slave- owning sins of their forefathers. The white family refused to apologize for the nonexistent transgression, which created a major split in the church. The church no longer exists. CRT is not just a Southern Baptist problem. According to Loudon it is taught in churches, seminaries, universities all across the United States. All oppressions of sexes and races are intersectional and are caused by white privilege and white supremacy. To me, this is not only a racist judgment on behalf of CRT followers, but a very dangerous one. When the blame for today’s racism is placed on the notion of white supremacy it will and has led to violence, anarchy and a national
revolution.

The Danger of the Black Lives Matter Movement

The Black Lives Matter Movement (BLM) was triggered by the police shooting of Michael Brown in Ferguson, Missouri, in August of 2014. The BLM holds that racist white cops are the greatest problem facing young black men today. This belief has resulted in riots, the murder and attempted murder of police officers in an effort to abolish the police, and eliminate traditional grand jury proceedings when police use lethal force, and a presidential task force on policing.
This was all brought to a boiling point again on May 25, 2020 in Minneapolis, Minnesota in the death of George Floyd, a black man, suspected of passing a forged $20 bill. He was apprehended by a white police officer who hand-cuffed him, put him on the ground and pressed his knee on Floyd’s neck for nearly nine minutes until he could not breathe. The officer ignored Floyd’s distress even as Floyd stopped talking and moving.

The officer’s behavior was grotesquely callous and contrary to sound tactics, and the officer will be prosecuted and punished under the law. His behavior was not, however, representative of the overwhelming majority of the ten million arrests that the police make each year. Indeed, there is no government agency more dedicated to the proposition that black lives matter than the police. Nevertheless, within 24 hours, the violence had begun. Here you have a perfect example of “intersectionality.” One police officer is accused of the crime against George Floyd and now all policemen are guilty and the demand goes out: “Abolish the police,”--- not just the few bad ones--- but all of them. This can also be labeled “identity politics” and it is done in the name of social justice and racism.

Some of the leadership behind Black Lives Matter--- participants in this anarchy--- are co-founders Patrisse Cullors and Alicia Garza. They don’t hide the fact that they are “trained Marxists.”. They are using revolutionary techniques to get what they want and while it all started with the death of George Floyd, under the umbrella of racism, this revolution has gone way beyond racism. Their goal is to crush capitalism and radically transform America into a socialist-Marxist nation. The Washington Post, June 29, 2020, clearly laid out their intentions in an article entitled: “The Matter of Marxism: Black Lives Matter is Rooted in a Soulless Ideology.”

Black Lives Matter seeks not only to destroy capitalism but also our Judeo-Christian values and turn our country into a godless socialist nation. Marx hated all religions and said, “The beginning of all debate starts with religion.” Black Lives Matter and Antifa are using racism as the excuse to riot, to revolt against our nation’s Christian heritage. It has more to do with removing God, His moral values, and eliminating the Church than it does with race. Black Lives Matter cares  nothing  about  the 350,000 black babies aborted each year, or all the black on black crime. Their only concern is when a white policeman kills a black man who threatens the officer and resists arrest. That is their signal to riot.

Racism has become the excuse to dramatically transform our nation and make it totally incompatible with the Judeo-Christian foundation of this nation. And many celebrities and politicians are going along with this revolution. Burning down people’s business is justifiable, as some have said, because “buildings can be rebuilt, but George Floyd will never get his life back.” Or, as the Attorney General of the State of Massachusetts noted concerning the destruction of private and government properties, “burning is how forests grow.” So let it burn!

As we have been witnessing, racism has gone beyond race--- it’s all about power--- power to overthrow capitalism and our Judeo- Christian values.

The Development of Today’s Racism
Racism in Darwin’s theory of evolution

Racism has plagued humanity for thousands of years, and it has especially shown its ugly head over the last few centuries. Think of the myriads of blacks carried from Africa and sold into slavery in the New World and, more recently, the blatant racism of Nazi Germany. It is easy to condemn the sins of others, but how is it possible that a leader like Hitler can sway thousands and even millions of intelligent Germans to his cause? It is one thing to say Hitler was crazy; it is quite something else to say all Germans were crazy.

Perhaps Hitler’s persuasiveness was most evident in his belief in Darwinian evolution. He was a staunch evolutionist; Sir Arthur Keith wrote: “The German Fuhrer... consciously sought to make the practice of Germany conform to the theory of evolution.”

Hitler used the word “evolution” over-and-over in his book Mein Kamp, meaning “my Struggle,” where he spoke of “lower type humans.” He criticized the Jews for bringing “Negros to the Rhineland” with “the aim of ruining the white race by the necessary resulting bastardization.” He spoke of “Monstrosities” halfway between man and ape and lamented the fact of Christians sending missionaries to Central Africa to set up “Negro missions.” Hitler said this would result in turning “healthy human beings [the whites] into a rotten brood of bastards.” To Hitler the Jews and Negros were on the lowest rungs of human evolution.

Hitler was a student of Charles Darwin who developed the theory of macroevolution evolution. His book, The Origin of the Species is pure racist. Most people are not familiar with the full title of the book. The Origin of the Species by Means of Natural Selection on the Preservation of Favored Races in the Struggle for Life. In 1881, Darwin wrote The Descent of Man in which he called the Caucasian race “more civilized.” He then went on to say that in the future “the lower races will have been eliminated by the higher civilized races throughout the world.” Darwin also said, “A married man is a poor slave, worse than a Negro.” He spoke of the “gorilla” and the Negro as occupying evolutionary positions between the “Baboon” and the “civilized races of man. He was referring to the civilized as the Caucasians.

Henry Fairfield Osborn, a disciple of Darwin wrote: “The standard of intelligence of a Negro is similar to that of an eleven-year-old of the Homo sapiens.” Evolutionists teach that the white man evolved from the black and thus is superior to the black man; in this evolutionary process the Australian Aborigines were the “missing link” between the blacks and whites. In the 1904 World’s Fair, St. Louis, Missouri, a Negro named Ota Benga was put in a cage with a chimpanzee to demonstrate evolution. He went insane and committed suicide. Again, in the teaching of evolution you have racism at its worst. Referring to Darwin’s 1859 book On the Origins of the Species, Harvard’s professor of biology Stephen Jay Gould wrote: “Biological arguments for racism may have been common before 1859, but they increased by orders of magnitude following the acceptance of evolutionary theory.”

Racism in Planned Parenthood

Planned Parenthood was founded on racism and is the leading abortion clinic in the United States. Margaret Sanger (1883-1966) was the founder of Planned Parenthood and a supporter of the white supremacists group the Ku Klux Klan. In a book by Linda Gordon, Women’s Body, Women’s Rights: A History of Birth Control in America, she quotes Sanger as saying: “We do not want word to get out that we want to exterminate the Negro population.”. Dr. Ben Carson, a black physician, and Head of Housing and Urban Development under President Trump, has interpreted this statement of Sanger as wanting to “exterminate” the black population. Seventy-eight percent of Planned Parenthood facilities have been established in black and impoverished neighborhoods; while blacks make up 13 percent of the population, they account for 35 percent of the abortions in America. In New York City more black babies are being aborted than are being born. Again, this is racism at its worst!

Why has racism gone beyond race? It is a tactic of Satan in these last days before our Lord returns to divide people by hate. One of the signs that Jesus gave concerning the nearness of His coming was: “Many will be offended, will betray one another, and will hate one another” (Matthew 24:10). He also said, “... because lawless will abound, the love of many will grow cold” (Matthew 24:12). Racism is no longer just a black and white issue--- that is minimal, in comparison with the effort by Satan to divide people by hatred: liberal against conservative, left against right; atheist against Christian, non-religious against religious, gay against straight, pro-choice against pro-life, and so on. Racism has more to do with fomenting hatred within society, than with race.

The Dignity of All Races
What does the Bible have to say about the races?

We are all the creation of one God... On the sixth day of creation, God created man in His own image and likeness and He created them male and female (Genesis 1:26,27). Paul reminds us there is only “...one God and Father of all,  who is above all, and through all, and in you all”(Ephesians 4:6b). Whether one is red, yellow, black, or white, we are all created by the one God; thus all are precious in His sight.

Some Christian denominations are using religion to stir-the-fires of racism. What race or color was Adam? Did God create him black, or tan, or white? Did he come from the Middle East, the Far East, or Africa?

A medical doctor named John Tyndale wrote a book stating that Jesus was a white man; he was a Jew and all Jews are Caucasian and since Luke traces his genealogy all the way back to Adam, therefore, Adam must have been created a white man. Several years back, the Religion Section of The Los Angeles Times carried an article about George August Stallings Jr., founder of the Imani Temple of the African-Catholic congregation. He claimed “Jesus was African-Semitic--- a black man,” and called for all members of his congregation on Easter Sunday to burn their pictures of the white Jesus and replace them with a black Christ. In 1990, Stallings was excommunicated from the Catholic Church. Jeremiah Wright, “The God Damn America” pastor to Barack Obama teaches that Jesus was black. In Monterey Park, California there is on the facing of the building of an Asian Christian congregation a large picture of an Asiatic Christ. It seems like each nationality wants to claim Jesus Christ to be of their nationality. And that is just fine with me.

What difference does it make what color of skin Jesus had? Why would we divide ourselves over the color of Jesus’ skin--- or that of Adam’s flesh? I praise the Lord that the blood of Jesus was red and that by His shed blood every tribe, and every nation, and every tongue can be forgiven of their sins and all can be called His children and members of the family of God. Let’s remember: we are all the creation of one God.
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We are all created of one blood... Paul, in his sermon on Mars Hill in Athens said, “And He has made from one blood every nation of men to dwell on the earth, and has determined their pre-appointed times and the boundaries of their habitation, that they should seek the Lord, in the hope that they might grope for Him and find Him, though He is not far from each one of us; for in Him we live and move and have our being, as also sons of your own poets have said, ‘For we are also His offspring’” (Acts 17:26-27).

God made from “one blood every nation of men.” There is not one type of blood for whites, and another kind of blood for blacks, and so on; the whole human race has the same blood; yes, God made every nation from one blood, so that regardless of our ethnicity we are all brothers and sisters of the human race. We are all descendants of Adam and Eve for the Genesis record tells us that Eve, the first mother, “ was the mother of all living” (Genesis 3:20). The very word Eve, means “living.” Every race can be traced back to common parents and they are Adam, our father and Eve, our mother. Dillman, in his commentary on Genesis wrote: “All men and people are of the same race, of the same rank, and with the same destiny, brothers and sisters of one another.” Let’s remember: we are all the creation of one God and we are all created from one blood.

We are all candidates for salvation... Paul then says, “... so that they [every nation] should seek the Lord, in the hopes that they might grope for Him and find Him, though He is not far from each one of us...” (Acts 17:27). It is of interest to note that Scripture does not divide the human race into myriads of ethnic groups--- like Caucasians, Negros, Asiatics, and Indians; nor does He divide the human race by the color of one’s skin. There is but Jew and Gentile. That’s it!

When you study the genealogy of Jesus, in His bloodline are both Jews and Gentiles; He is not only the “Son of David, son of Abraham,” but He is the son of Tamar, a Gentile-Canaanite woman; of Rahab, another Gentile-Canaanite; of Ruth, a Gentile-Moabite. We can praise God that both Jew and Gentile blood are in His genealogy. This means in the bloodline of Jesus are all the nations of the world. Therefore, Christ died not just for the Jew, but also for the Gentile.

There is something even more remarkable. All the sins you can name are in the heritage of Jesus. In David’s family you have lust, adultery, deceit, murder, drunkenness, incest, rebellion, bigamy, idolatry. In Abraham’s family you have lying and scheming; in Tamar and Rahab you have prostitution; in Ruth you have the Moabite people who came from an incestuous relationship between Lot and his two unmarried daughters.


We need to praise God that in the lineage of Jesus are all the sins of mankind; when He went to the cross, He bore all those sins on Himself, that God’s justice might be satisfied and that we by faith might be saved. No wonder John could say of Jesus, “He Himself is the propitiation for our sins, and not for ours only, but for the sins of the whole world” (1 John 2:2).

This word “propitiation” (hilaskomai) is an important word to understand; to the pagan Greeks it was used with the significance of appeasing the gods by earning their favor. However, in a biblical sense, it is never used for any act of man which brings God into a favorable attitude toward man. Rather, it is God who is propitiated, or appeased, by the holy, sinless, sacrifice of Jesus on the cross; in other words, Jesus so dealt with our sins, that God can show mercy to the believing sinner in the removal of his guilt and the remission of his sins. Unlike the Greeks, who spoke of propitiation to say that man, by His deeds, is  propitiated before his gods, rather, in the biblical sense it is God, not man, who is propitiated, or appeased by the atoning work of Christ on the cross; He did so that man might be reconciled to God.

The Duties of All Believers Toward God and Toward their Fellow Man
What is our responsibility to a racist culture in which we live?

To be peaceful with all the saints from every race... Paul wrote to the Ephesians: “For [Christ] Himself is our peace, who has made both [Jew and Gentile] one, and has broken down the middle wall of division between us, having abolished in His flesh the enmity, that is, the law of commandments contained in ordinances, so as to create in Himself one new man from the two, thus making peace, and that He might reconcile them both to God in one body through the cross, thereby putting to death the enmity...” (Ephesians 2:14-16).

Racism was very real in the time of Paul; Jews were despised by the Gentiles, because the Jews prided themselves as God’s chosen ones; so they were persecuted and even brought under subjugation by Gentile powers like the Romans; and Jews referred to Gentiles as “dogs” (Matthew 15:26; Philippians 8:2).

Paul is telling the Ephesians, only in Christ can racism be erased from society; He alone can bring Jew and Gentile together; He alone has broken down the middle wall of division and enmity that has existed among both Jew and Gentile.


Christ is our peace; when the nations of the world come to Him, there will no longer be racial hostilities that divide us; there will no longer be violent gangs representing various nationalities trying to kill off one another. Christ alone is the answer to the racial hatred and divide in our nation. When people of all nationalities get saved, our God puts within all of us a new heart and makes of us a new creation where we are capable of laying aside all hatred, malice, envy, prejudice, and racism! John wrote: “If someone says, ‘I love God’ and hates his brother, he is a liar; for he who does not love his brother whom he has seen, how can he love God whom he has not seen” (1 John 4:20).

Love is the heart of the believer. “ He who does not love does not know God, for God is love... Beloved, if God so loved us, we also ought to love one another” (1 John 4:9,11). Our responsibility as Christians is to do all we can to live in peace with all God’s children; to love those who may not love us by not treating them as they treat us; we must refuse to get caught up in the racial war that is going on among those who know not our God. So, let’s try to be at peace with all the saints as well as our fellowmen.

There is a wonderful story in baseball about the relationship between Pee Wee Reese, shortstop for the old Brooklyn Dodgers and Jackie Robinson, the first black to break the color barrier in Major League baseball. In 1945, President and co-owner of the Brooklyn Dodgers, Branch Rickey signed Robinson to a baseball contract. He warned Robinson that he would be in for a tough time because racism was at a peak. Robinson’s rookie season with the Dodgers was 1947. When he took the field for the Dodgers for the first time, he was booed even by hometown fans; pitchers would deliberately throw at him, when runners slid into second base some would come with spikes flying high in the hopes of hurting Robinson who played second base. Robinson faced jeering crowds in every stadium.

While playing in his home stadium, Ebbets Field, Brooklyn, he committed an error. The crowd began to ridicule Robinson calling him all kinds of unmentionable names. He stood at second base while the home town fans jeered. Then Pee Wee Reese came over and stood next to him. He put his arm around Jackie Robinson and faced the crowd. The fans grew quiet. Robinson later said that arm around his shoulder saved his career. Robinson went on to lead the Dodgers to the National League pennant in his rookie season and was named “Rookie of the Year.” He became one of the greatest baseball players of all time and today is honored as a member of the Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown, New York. Branch Rickey said of Jackie Robinson, “There was never a man in the game who would put mind and muscle together quicker than Jackie Robinson.”


On that field was a greater hero than Jackie Robinson. It was Pee Wee Reese, a dedicated Christian who was an active member of Southeast Christian Church in Louisville, Kentucky. He broke down the “wall of division” between blacks and whites on the baseball field. He showed true love that brought peace and good will to Jackie Robinson and ultimately to the blacks in all sports! By 1952 there were 150 black players in organized baseball.

To be participating in the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace... Again Paul said to the Ephesians: “I, therefore, as a prisoner of the Lord, beseech you to walk in a manner worthy of the calling with which you were called, with all lowliness and gentleness, with longsuffering, bearing with one another in love, endeavoring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace” (Ephesians 4:1-3). There are four words that Paul uses that are the four great virtues of the Christian life--- humility, gentleness, patience, and love. These four virtues, when evident in the Church will result in “the unity of the Spirit which is the bond of peace.” When we allow the Holy Spirit to reign in our lives, by denying self, and giving the Holy Spirit control, He will manifest these virtues through us which will unify one another in a bond of peace.

Any Church that would deny a person of color, or a person of a different race, to not be part of their fellowship, is a church where the Holy Spirit is absent, and the four great virtues which make up the Christian life are missing.

When I first entered the ministry, I was asked to be a guest speaker at a church in Inglewood, California, which at that time was a white community; the blacks were just beginning to move into. The elders pulled me aside before the service and told me not to offer an invitation at the end of my sermon for someone to either know the Lord, or to join their church. The reason was that two black families had started to attend, and they did not want them as members. This was disturbing to me, but I did as they had requested.
As the demographics began to change in Inglewood, with white flight, and the blacks becoming a more dominant part of the community, the church that I had preached at closed its doors. The building was purchased by Fredrick Price, a well-known black pastor. His church became one of the largest black congregations in the Los Angeles area known as Crenshaw Christian Center.

Obviously, that white congregation could have become a great church for the Lord if they had not possessed a racist mentality--- which means, they were not open to “the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace;” it was a church that lacked the four great virtues of the Christian life--- humility, gentleness, patience, and love. And God judged them for it. We must remember, God is no respecter of persons; or as Peter learned when he went to the house of Cornelius, a Gentile family, “I perceive that God shows no partiality. But in every nation whoever fears Him and works righteousness is accepted by Him” (Acts 10:34-35).

It is true that some churches have played a contributing role in advancing racism in America. These churches do not represent God’s true church; they should not only be ashamed of their actions, but they need to repent of the sin of racism! God can only bless churches that have respect for people of all nations, tribes and people; the color of one’s skin should never be a test of fellowship in the Church of Jesus Christ!

The TV show Dateline featured a heartwarming story on their October 1,1997 telecast. It took place in the South where the KKK was very active in its persecution of blacks and destruction of buildings and grounds of black churches. Some were burnt to the ground. One member of the KKK-- like all the others hated everyone but whites. One day he fell in love with a girl who was not prejudiced and helped him think differently about blacks. He left the KKK and was persecuted and harassed by them for being a traitor. He got so defeated that he ended up broke with no place to live but on the streets. Where did he go for help? He went to a black church that fed him, sheltered him, helped him get on his feet, and won him to the Lord! What a contrast between this black church in the South and the white church in Inglewood who did not want a black person to enter their doors. That black congregation was truly living in the Spirit in the bond of peace!

To be praising God with all the saints of every race... We had better get used to a multicultural Church, for when we get to heaven, we will find people there from every race under the sun. John, the Revelator was privileged to get a look into heaven, “I looked, and behold a great multitude which no one could number, of all nations, tribes, peoples, and tongues, standing before the throne and before the Lamb, clothed with white robes, with palm branches in their hands, and crying out with a loud voice, ‘Salvation, belongs to our God who sits on the throne and to the Lamb’” (Revelation 7:9-10).

In heaven, our eternal glorified bodies will not lose their racial identity; we will be gathered around the throne of God with people from all nations, tribes and tongues--- some will be red, yellow, black and white --- all are precious in His sight. Amen!

Critical race theorists teach that racism is more than believing one race is superior to another; rather, racism is a power struggle between systems which makes white people oppress black people; an example, our system of government--- capitalism--- is designed to make whites a “privileged race” and to exploit blacks; therefore, capitalism is racist and must be destroyed.
2. Critical race theorists teach racism is everywhere; it’s ubiquitous; black people are not racist but everything in the Western civilization is built on racism and is meant to harm blacks; therefore, Western civilization must be torn down by revolution.
3. Critical race theorists hate a free society; it hates free speech, dialoguing, exchanging different ideas, free enterprise; it favors Marxism with its godless, immoral ideologies and the destruction of our Judeo-Christian values.
4. Critical race theorists don't believe in individualism, but equalitarianism; this means you don’t take responsibility for your own actions; it is the tribe that is the problem or the country in which you live. It is like we are all part of a tribe and since tribalism is most likely formed by the color of one’s skin and whites are the privileged tribe, then whites are to be blamed for all the failings of black people.
5. Critical race theorists teach that science, math, evidence, history, reason and logic are tools of “whiteness.” The Smithsonian came out with this statement: “Being on time, talking properly, and respecting the sciences are attributes of being white.” Therefore, the mannerisms of whiteness must be rejected.
6. Critical race theorists reject any form of expression that contradicts what they believe. It’s “My way or the highway.” White silence is violence; to not speak or act is no different than speaking against a group like Black Lives Matter. Hence you have the scene at a restaurant where BLM people have their fist in the face of a patron trying to eat her dinner. The BLM mob are attempting to force her to raise her fist and kneel to BLM cause. To refuse to do so calls for violence against that person.
7. Critical race theorists do not care about values; the color of one’s skin is the sole focus; you are not valued for your faith, your morals, your service to the country, your contribution to society, your charitable work; your appearance is all that matters; you are judged solely by the color of your skin.
